Winners (1st, 2nd, and 34) from each division will be selected by a
district review team for the listed cash award. The cash awards
will be distributed by the club president or by a representative
from the District.

Schedule

Each club should conduct its own contest to be completed by Mon-
day April 10, 2017. Schools in the local area of the club should
be invited to participate with students at each school level provid-

ing essays. The club team will then select one winning paper from

each school level: one grade school winner, one middle school win-
ner, and one high school winner. These winning entries to be sub-
